n1m xp9: difference, lit. "that which comes out of it"

N1 12 nixn yaw: The Seven Noahide Commandments that gentiles must follow as
ordained on Sinai.

n1 12: Sons of Noah, a term referring to all Gentiles
n'wTp:sanctified [objects], referring primarily to offerings in the Temple

n:  intent, lit. direction, vectored concentration, paying attention to words being
said in prayer, specific intentions regarding execution of mitzvot

NinY NRp2: naming, lit. the calling of names; giving definition and identity
211y: the raven; in Hebrew the word is related to 'mixture'

17779 'nnN2: they were sexually perverse, lit. they were destructive using heated
[liquids], which parallels their punishment.

nNIT nwy: Ten Generations, referring to one of two epochs where a set of ten primal
individuals defined the nature of the world, the ten generations from Adam to
Noah and the ten generations from Noah to Abraham.

NN 0"97x: the two thousand [years of] chaos, referring to the first two thousand
years of Creation's development.

NN 0"97x: the two thousand [years of] Torah, referring to the second stage of
Creation's development (years 2001-4000), beginning from Abraham's complete
recognition of his Creator (cf. Maimonides, Laws of Idol Worship, 1:3, Bab. Tal.
Nedarim 32a, and commentaries) .

n2190 |"1: upside-down [letter] 'nun' (a pair of which are used in Numbers 10:35-6 to
parenthetically set off and define two verses as an independent section, thus
separating two episodes from being consecutive and marking a definitive change
in the Biblical narrative). These special letters are written into the Torah scroll
itself. See Bab.Tal. Shabbat 116a. Rabbeinu Bachya had these in his scroll, marking
the end of the epoch.

ININ: chaos, the primal state of Creation before definition

["71n: unsanctified, secular; animals and produce which are not sanctified to the
Temple or in other fashion

nndn: wisdom, knowledge as such; not inferred by intuition, analysis or inductive
reasoning

N'an P17 o'n'mn wrTn: sanctifies unblemished [animals] to the upkeep of "the
House" (the Temple); while such sanctification technically consists only of
dedicating monetary value to the Temple, and not a direct consecration as an
offering, yet because these animals are physically suitable for it they automatically
become offerings for the altar rather than normal treasury property (which can be
sold off to individuals or used in other ways).
